Two-hundred and one registrants, 

approximately one-hundred vendor 

reps/recruiters and twenty-three 

top notch speakers attended the 

21st annual Carolinas Clinical Con-

nections 2010 meeting at the 

Crowne Plaza Resort Hotel in beau-

tiful Asheville, NC. All 324 enjoyed 

a three-day meeting that included 

25 exhibit/recruiter booths, 27 

continuing education sessions, four 

food events, an optional evening in 

Asheville, four board meetings, four 

business meetings, five scientific 

assembly meetings and hundreds 

of networking possibilities. The 

weather was terrific for all three 

days. 

Keynote speaker, Tim Dumas (the 

lab guy), sponsored by Roche Diag-

nostics, started us off on Wednes-

day with a hilarious, but serious, 

message about quality controlling 

our attitudes. He intertwined his 

message with jokes and magic 

tricks (several involving audience 

participation). Dr. Tim Randolph 

and Dr. Shirlyn McKenzie pre-

sented the middle-note general 

session on state licensure and the 

evolving CLS doctorate degree. The 

meetings wound up with an end-

note talk by George Fritsma about 

how those you know and network 

with at meetings can influence your 

professional career. Twenty-four  

breakout sessions for hematolo-

gist, chemist, microbiologist, blood 

bankers, educators, managers and 

students were presented, which 

allowed all participants to earn up 

to 10 hours of continuing educa-

tion toward recertification. The 

Wednesday evening Vendor Appre-

ciation Reception featured carving 

stations, lots of good food, and a 

drink for everyone. Approximately 

80 people rode the LaZoom shuttle 

bus to downtown Asheville for din-

ner, networking, and fun on Thurs-

day evening. Hundreds enjoyed the 

breakfasts provided on Thursday 

and Friday mornings in the Expo 

center. 

The meetings were very successful 

financially for NCSCLS with approxi-

mately $6,500 profit coming 

our way. Profit at CCC is di-

vided among the seven spon-

soring societies based on the 

percentage of members regis-

tering (excludes students). 

NCSCLS members (PF1, PF2, 

FYP and emeritus) accounted 

for 41% of those registering 

for the meetings.

A big thank you is in order for many NCSCLS members 

who helped with the meeting and served as moderators 

or speakers for the 27 sessions. A special thanks goes 

to the members of the Program Committee, Dan South-

ern (chair), Jennifer Anderson, Kathleen Schulman and 

Jeanne Whittlesey who arranged for the 23 speakers to 

be with us. Jeremy Edwards deserves special mention 

for his role in trouble shooting the audiovisual equip-

ment in the six breakout rooms. Thanks to NCSCLS, ECU, 

WCU, WSSU and UNC-CH for providing the computers 

and LCD projectors to make the presentations possible. 

A profit is not possible for CCC meetings without the tre-

mendous sponsorship from industry for speaker ex-

penses, food functions, and from the exhibit booths they 

purchase. Beyond that, income is dependent upon regis-

tration fees. At this meeting, 25 industry and recruiting 

booths were purchased. Industry and state society spon-

sorship of speakers was enough to cover all speaker ex-

penses. The hotel expenses totaled approximately 

$20,000. Total income (exhibit booths, registration and 

sponsorships) was approximately $36,000, leaving 

$16,000 to be divided among the seven sponsoring so-

cieties. This was a very successful outcome for a very 

successful meeting.
